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David Frost (1) and Esther Bixby

It is important to realize that when researching this time period that boundaries between what are counties and towns and now our states often changed. The land was still part of the colonies of England and most borders moved even after the Revolutionary War. This has impacted genealogy research often making it difficult to locate specific historical records. Therefore, there is some data recorded in more than one place and it appears to conflict in location but it really does not. 
David Frost (1) was born 1 Feb 1750 in Windsor Township, Hartford, Connecticut to Josiah Frost and Mary Polk (Paulk). (From historical records stored in CT.) 
This David Frost took part in the Revolutionary War. He served as a Private in the Cambridge Militia for Capt. Samuel Thatcher’s Company in Col. Gardiner’s Regiment that marched in alarm on 19 April 1775. He also served for Capt. John Walton’s Company in Col. Brooks Regiment enlisting 27 Sept 1776. The record states he served two months and one day but also states he was discharged 16 Nov 1776. The regiment roll was taken 21 Oct 1776 when they returned to camp after an event. I am not sure if the war event took place at Castle Hill in Ipswich, Essex County MA or if that was the site of the militia encampment.
I began this search missing any historical data that would enable locating Esther Bixby, such as a date of birth or even the date of their marriage. I found six different women named Esther Bixby born during the time period and in the vicinity that could be the wife of David Frost. One lady was an Esther of unknown maiden name married to a Bixby and not widowed until late in life. All five women who had Bixby as their maiden name ultimately descend from the same Joseph Bixby. Three ladies married someone other than David Frost. One died as a spinster. Thus we are left with Esther Bixby born 14 April 1754. 
Esther Bixby was born 14 April 1754 to John Bixby and Jemima Green in Beech Hill, Blandford, MA (some records say in Thompson, Killingsly, CT). Through process of elimination, I believe this Esther is the correct Esther.  Additionally I found a source quoting a land deed from Essex County MA stating a family member of this Esther sold a parcel of land to David Frost. (her Uncle Benjamin Bixby sold land in Granville to David Frost) Note that the middle name of their son Jacob is the same as the maiden name of the mother of this Esther. In our recent trip to the area, we learned that the cemetery where David and Esther are buried is off of what is now Beech Hill Road. 
David and Esther had at least eleven children: 
1) Son Jacob Green Frost born 16 Jan 1779 married twice. 1st in Granville MA 2 Oct 1803 Lydia Bowers of Blandford. He 2nd in Granville married 25 Oct 1807 Huldah Remington. By 1814 New York State Census of Land owners, Jacob lived in the town of Augusta, Oneida County along with his two brothers. It is possible that Jacob married a third time to a woman named Mary. He is listed in the 1820 census in Augusta with a wife and six children. Jacob is also listed in the 1835 New York State Census of land owners in Augusta, Oneida County, NY. He died 31 Oct 1857. He is buried Stockbridge Cemetery, Stockbridge NY with wife Huldah and son Jacob Jr. His daughter Aroxey Frost Rockwell is buried near them in Stockbridge Cemetery. His daughter Wealthy Frost Hickox is buried in Munnsville Cemetery near her uncle David Frost (2).

a) son Jacob Green  Frost born 11 Oct 1804 no marriage found. He was a cabinet 
maker 1850 census and living with his parents. In 1860 he lived with his sister 
Roxy and her family.  He died 27 Aug 1874. 

b) daughter Lydia Almira Frost born 1806 


c) son Josiah Anthony Frost born 14 Mar 1812 Granville, MA married Adelle 
Wood. He was a carpenter and wood joiner. He died 1890 NY

d) daughter Roxy/Aroxey Frost born 26 Oct 1814 married Hiram Rockwell. She 
died 1864 NY and is buried near David Frost 2. In 1850 she lived near David 
and Olive and next to their daughter Mary Louisa Frost Hull in Stockbridge.

e) daughter Wealthy Frost born @ 1824 married Seva Hickcox

2) Son David Frost (2) b 7 May 1780. David and his wife Olive have their own data page. 

3) Son Arial/Urial Frost b @ 1781 on 24 Dec 1804 in Granville MA married Rhoda Smith of Blandford, Hampden, MA 1804.  He was living in Hampden, MA US Federal Census of 1820, 1830 and 1840. Arial died 19 Oct 1846. Arial and Rhoda are buried in Stannard Cemetery, Blandfield, MA. Their graves are near those of both David Frost (1) and Esther Bixby Frost. Arial and Rhoda had at least one son (Jedediah?) Smith Frost and one daughter Anzoletta (Angeletta) Frost. Their son (Jedidiah) Smith Frost married Roena and they settled in Granville area. Both are buried in West Granville Cemetery (1875 and 1876). Angeletta Frost married James Hunt and they had at least one son Charlie, who died young (1845) in Granville, MA. Angeletta and James are buried in Hill Cemetery Blandford, MA. 
4) Son Amasa/Amaza Frost b 1785 married 18 Aug 1811 Rachel Knox in Blandford MA.
In the New York State Census of Land Owners taken 1814 in Oneida County, Town of Augusta, Amasa is listed along with his two brothers.  Amasa and his wife Rachel and their daughter Harriet lived in Augusta, Oneida, NY in 1850, very close to his brother David Frost (2). I have recently located Amasa listed in the 1820 census in Augusta, NY with his wife and seven children. Amasa and his wife Rachel are buried in Knoxboro-Augusta Cemetery, Augusta, Oneida County, NY. He died 13 April 1854 she died 29 Aug 1858. Daughter Harriet and her husband are buried in same cemetery as her parents.

daughter Eliza Frost born 1814 married Smith. She died 1850. 


son David V. Frost born 1816 married Erze A Hawley  died 1870

daughter Lucinda G. Frost born 1819 married John Rich died 1901

daughter Sarah M. Frost born 1821 married John Sturdevant died 1893

daughter Harriet Frost born 1829 married James Cornelius Mahanney died 1918
5) Daughter Aroxey/Roxy Frost b 1787 on 29 Sept 1817 in Granville, MA married Rowland Noble. They stayed in the area and raised at least two children until Roxey died no later than 1845. Roland was a widower when married again in Nov 1845 to Eunice Grainger. Some time after that he moved to Ohio where he died @ 1851. One son of Roxey and Rowland, Edwin C. Noble stayed in MA, married and had a family before dying in 1895. Sadly, another son Nathan Noble hung himself in 1855. Roxey (Rozanna) and her sons Edwin and Nathan are all buried in the Old Burying Ground in Westfield, MA. 
6) Daughter Wealthy Frost b 1789? Died 21 Jan 1832?  No historical data found. (some sources indicate that she is actually the granddaughter of David and Esther through their son Arial) 
7) Son Matthias Swain b 1791? died 1815 Granville, MA. MVR states his name as Swain Frost. 
8) Daughter Esther Frost b June 1791 married 26 April 1818 Silas Rose in Granville MA. They had at least four children and lived in Springfield, Hampden, MA. Their son Salmon Frost Rose died in Granville, MA on 27 July 1826 at 5 years old. Their son Silas H. Rose died in Granville, MA on 8 June 1830 at 15 months old. In 1850 they were counted in the US Federal Census there along with two daughters Harriet and Louisa. Esther Frost Rose died of spinal disease 3 Feb 1851 in Chicopee, Hampden County, MA. She lived on Spring Street. She was listed as 59 yrs, 7 mo and 26 days of age at her death. Silas remarried in 1852 but also outlived his younger second wife. Silas had worked as a laborer yet he lived to 93 years of age! Esther and her sons Salmon and Silas are all buried in the Blandford Road Cemetery in Blandford, MA. Findagrave lists their graves in Woodland Cemetery, Granville Center. 
9) Daughter Lucinda Frost b @1793 in Oct 1814 married Justin Farnum/Farnham in the Congregational Church in Granville, MA. They settled in Hampden County and raised their family.  They had at least seven children: Asa, Henry J., Reubin, Samantha, Rolon (Roland Noble), Rosy/Roxy, and Marvin.  Justin died in Granville 17 Dec 1855. Lucinda died 1 Dec 1864. Justin is buried in West Granville Cemetery as are sons Asa and Roland. 

a) son Asa Giles Farnham born 1 Aug 1817. Co G 12th CT infantry. Married 
Lucy Loomis. He died 1880. 

b) son David Frost Farnham born 1825. Married  Ann A Moore. He died 1880


c) son Roland Noble Farnham born 1832 died 1868 
10) Son Salmon Frost b @ 1794 died May or June 1815 of typhus fever and service was held at the Congregational Church in Granville, MA. Salmon is buried in the Stannard Cemetery near his parents and brothers Dan and Arial. 
11) Son Dan Frost No historical data found. Other sources list him with no birth date but with death in 1815. Dan is buried in the Stannard Cemetery near his parents and his brothers Salmon and Arial. 
I did not find a birth record indicating an unnamed child who died in infancy but there was a death record for a child last name Frost who died in 1783 at six years old in Granville, MA. If he/she was the child of David and Esther, he/she could have been their first born. (1777).  MVR states the child was "Guernsey" Frost age six 1783. 
Esther (Bixby) Frost died 14 Oct 1828 in Granville, Hampden County, Massachusetts according to records from the Congregational Church in Granville. Esther is buried near her husband David in the Stannard Cemetery. Her headstone is broken. Another record (MVR) states Esther died of a "fit" (seizure) and says she died 1823. 
David Frost died 6 June 1832 and is buried in Stannard Cemetery in Blandfield, Massachusetts. A cemetery transcription record states that his headstone reads he was 81 when he died. He is buried in the same cemetery as son Arial and daughter in law Rhoda. 
We now have pictures of the headstones from the cemetery, the church in Granville and the Beech Hill Road street sign.
